Why Multi-Sectral approach for nutrition...

» Multisectoral actions can strengthen nutritional outcomes in
many ways:
* Accelerating action on determinants of undernutrition
* Integrating nutrition into nutrition sensitive sectors

* increasing policy coherence and commitment across different
sectors
