Primary health care publications

RESEARCH | PHC publication

The study “Trained health extension workers
correctly identify high blood pressure in rural
districts of northwest Ethiopia: a diagnostic
accuracy study”, co-authored by IPHC-E staff,
aimed to assess the ability of health workers to
correctly identify high blood pressure among
adults in rural areas of Ethiopia. This research is
currently being tested at one of the district
innovation centers of IPHC-E.

RESEARCH | PHC publication

The paper on “Unmet need for family planning
among rural married women in Ethiopia:
What is the role of the health extension
program in reducing unmet need?” co-
authored by IPHC-E staff member, aimed to
estimate the role of the health extension
program in reducing unmet need for family
planning in rural Ethiopia

RESEARCH | PHC publication

“Building primary health care teams for
universal health coverage in Africa” stressed
the need to define & standardize PHC facilities
& HR across Africa. The paper clarified that
each country needs to explore a PHC team
composition appropriate to the country. The
article recommends for the allocation of
sufficient resources to PHC to reduce the out-of-
pocket expenditure to patients.

WHO’s publication “Primary health care
measurement framework and indicators:
monitoring health systems through a primary
health care lens” provides countries with a
conceptual framework for measuring PHC
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performance that is based on a logical results
chain framework. The SDGs & the conceptual
framework for monitoring PHC is integrated and
aligned with UHC and SDG monitoring tools.

WHO/Europe launched “Pocket book of
primary health care for children and
adolescents”, a comprehensive manual for
doctors, nurses and other health workers
responsible for caring for children and young
people at the PHC level. The book summarizes
guidance on how to manage, and when to refer,
children and adolescents presenting with
common complaints and conditions.

In the report “The Lancet Global Health
Commission on financing primary health care:
putting people at the center” the authors set out
a vision for placing people at the center of the
arrangements for financing PHC. This vision
serves health systems that provide equitable,
comprehensive, integrated, & high-quality PHC
that are responsive to the needs of the
populations they serve and aligned with the
objectives of UHC

The WHO’s third progress report “Stronger
collaboration for an equitable and resilient
recovery towards the health-related SDGs,
incentivizing collaboration…”, illustrates how
the SDG3 GAP is promoting synergies between
pandemic responses and longer-term efforts to
achieve the SDGs by creating an improvement
platform for collaboration on health in the
multilateral system.
